Work with your fellow state legislators to help educate the citizens of Pennsylvania on the Fair Tax.  I can help arrange meetings with the Fair Tax Director for Pennsylvania, to help you and other Pennsylvania citizens understand why this federal legislation is so important to Pennsylvania.


· Call for a Fair Hearing for the Fair Tax -- Contact our U.S. legislators and ask them to do what they can to see that the FairTax receives an honest hearing in D.C. If you feel it is appropriate, sign a  personal or joint letter requesting the same, and submit it to Americans for FairTaxation to be delivered to the U.S. Congress.  No formal state legislation is needed, only a recommendation calling on the Pennsylvania legislators in Washington, D.C. to consider its implications.
